Film Review:

Mindblowing follow up to Moon,
Duncan Jones scores again with a
twisting explosive Sci-fi Actioner.

Source code is surprising on two
fronts. Firstly, that an action film
directed by Duncan Jones, who fa-
mously crafted the quiet and con-
templative Moon, and starring pretty
Jake Gyllenhall could turn out to be a
serious contender for the best film of
the summer. The second major sur-
prise here is that even the most de-
voted Phillip K. Dick fan may well look
for the author’s name on the credits
somewhere, only to discover that this
is a wholly original piece of work.

The intelligent writing of the film
even encompasses some theoretical
elements of quantum physics, asking
mundblowing questions about the
nature of the universe, parrallel

worlds and even indirectly touches

on the multiverse concept. This is a
toweringly cerebral piece of science
fiction which Dick would have been
proud of.

The action opens on a commuter
train, where our hero Colter awakes,
seemingly in the body of another
man. Without giving too much away,
as it is extremely tricky to avoid spoil-
ers, it is explained that he is able to
relive the same 8 minutes through
this particular man’s eyes, in order to
prevent an act of terrorism in the real
world.

Tim
Gaskill (Editorial Director) thinks it
could be. In an open letter to the Tim
Russ fan club, he calls on fans for tes-
timonials to help keep the site alive...

Dear Tim Russ Fans,

As if we needed further reminding
that the fate of Star Trek is a tenuous
one at best, it has been announced
that Paramount Digital Entertain-
ment, the home to STARTREK.COM
since 1996, is shutting its doors as of
12/31/05.

As many of you now know, Viacom
and CBS started trading as separate
companies today. The splitting of
Viacom into two companies -- as does
any corporate maneuver -- comes at
a great cost to personnel. Needless to
say, many here on the lot will be col-
lecting their final paycheck at the end
of the year.

Oddly, one thing that hasn’t been
completely resolved is the owner-
ship of Star Trek. | know it sounds
crazy, but it appears to be true.

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Gtar Trek: The next generation - Season 3

If you were paying attention last
month, you will know that my DVD
viewing recently has consisted of the
third season the first of the ‘modern’
Star Trek spin-offs, (and if you weren’t
| hope it was because you were
watching First men In The Moon!) al-
though it is a bit starling that the first
season of this series is now almost as
old as the Original Series was when
the third season was being shown for
the first time.

Season three TNG was, as | said
previously, where this series really
got going. Having said that, and this
is going to be mildly controversial,.
My viewings of the first two seasons
on DVD revealed that actually, they
weren’t quite as bad as is often made
out, which in the case of season two
IS quite a starling claim, | know (I can
see the headline now: “TNG SEA-
SON TWO IN “IT’S NOT ACTUALLY
THAT BAD’ SHOCK!”’). But honestly,
they weren’t. Now in season three,
the TNG bandwagon really gathered
pace.

The third season was notable for the
return of Doctor Beverley Crusher,
after a year away at Starfleet Medical
when she had been replaced by Data-
hating, cranky McCoy clone Katherine
Pulaski. The theory that Crusher was

brought back because the crew were
refusing to go anywhere near sick-
bay, even when they had shattered
every appendage in their body while
kayaking on the holodeck is merely

a viscous rumour — probably. (Actu-
ally, like season two as a whole, she
wasn’t really that bad). Various char-
acter evolved from being slightly two
dimensional previous seasons to de-
velop much more in the course of the
third season, especially Worf, Laforge,
Wesley and surprisingly, Captain Pic-
ard, about whom there were concerns
that he would stagnate as a character
unless he got a bigger piece of the
action as it were (no pun intended,
and certainly no gangsters or machine
guns). It was also very noticeable
that throughout the season, it was
the Romulans who were being built
up as what in the Buffyverse would
be termed ‘The Big Bad’. They were
there in lots of episodes, a shadowy
threat bubbling under the surface, but
their rivalry with the Federation never
quite igniting into a full scale conflict,
although they came close on several
occasions. | really enjoyed this aspect
of season three, if only because the
episodes they featured in were usually
pretty good (especially The Enemy, a
sort of loose, Trekified version of the

film Ememy Mine) and The Defector,
both of which featured the Romulan
Commander Tomalok, played by the
late Andreas Katsulas. At the same
time, though, | found it frustrating
because suddenly at the end of the
series, the Romulan threat was kind of
forgotten about and it was the Borg
who re-appeared to provide the big
end of season climax. Having said
that, Admiral Hanson’s throwaway
line in The Best of Both Worlds about
every available ship being mobilised
against the Borg, the Klingons send-
ing warships to help defend the
Federation, and consideration even
being given to opening dialogue with
the Romulans about the Borg threat,
does unintentionally put the threat
from the Borg into perspective, given
the on-going threat from the Romu-
lans throughout the season. Probably
unintentional but it does kind of make
sense to interpret it this way. But

it was still a little disappointing that
the Romulan threat was never really
fully explored again in the remaining
seasons of TNG, with the exception of
the two-part Unification a couple of
seasons after.

Another notable aspect of the third
season is the episode The High
Ground. When | watched this epi-
sode, it was the first time I'd seen it,
because this was the one that was
banned by the BBC, and not shown in
either of the series two BBC2 tea-time
runs. The reason for the BBC ban was
the subject this episode dealt with,
terrorism, and one very specific line -
in his study of terrorism, Data notes
that Ireland was reunified in 2024
after a successful terrorist campaign.
As a result, this episode was not origi-
nally shown on free-to-air television in
the UK for many years. In the Republic
of Ireland the episode was shown in
full with an advisory that the content
and allusions were fictional, and initial
airings were edited when shown on
satellite channel Sky One. The episode
was broadcast unedited in May 2006
on Sky One and finally shown unedit-
ed on BBC2 during the third season’s
repeats after midnight in September
2007. 1 didn’t have huge expectation
for this episode because | had heard it
was a bit clunky, even patronizing, in
the same way as the previous sea
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son’s episode which dealt with drug
addiction. To be honest in paces it
was clunky, and indeed a little pa-
tronizing, but actually, it wasn’t as
bad as some comments made out.
Not the strongest episode of the sea-
son by any means, but in no way the
worst either.

Season three also saw the origins

of the on-going saga of Lieutenant
Worf’s discommendation by the Klin-
gon Empire, and through that, the
various power struggles among the
Klingon’s ruling council. In the epi-
sode Sins of the Father Worf accepts
discommendation in order to pre-
serve the unity of the Empire, despite
having proved that it was the father
of Duras, not his own father, who be-
trayed the Klingons to the Romulans
at Khitomer. This is a superb episode,
which has ramifications for Worf and
the federation for many seasons of
TNG and DS9 to come.

So which episodes are the stand-outs
of season three? Well, there’s quite a
few. | won’t go on about Yesterday’s
Enterprise again, because | did that
last month, but | will repeat my opin-
ion that it was with this episode was
the one really brought the series to
life. There are others which spring to
mind. I've already mentioned Sins of
the Father, and a couple of episodes
featuring the Romulans, but there are
several others which have come to be
highly rated or even considered classic
episodes, or which have an influence
in Star Trek films or episodes later

on. Who Watches The Watchers?
Deals with a ‘Duck Blind’ mission, of
the sort seen in the film Insurrection.
Why do the Federation do these mis-
sions?

They always seem to end badly! A
Matter of Perspective is an excellent
Whodunnit, which we saw at the club
last summer if | remember rightly,
and The Offspring is very often cited
by cast, crew and fans as an all time
favourite episode, as the nature of
Data’s purpose and existence is exam-
ined again with a new twist — Data
builds his own child. Sarek features
the return of the classic series char-
acter (Spock’s father and a revered
diplomat, in case you forgot), still
brilliantly played by the late Mark
Lenard. The razor-sharp Vulcan logic
IS present in the character despite

the onset of a debilitating, incurable
condition, as evidenced by his reply to
Picard’s claim that he saw the Am-
bassador shedding tears at a classical
music concert. “Your logic fails you
Captain, | recall only one tear” retorts
Sarek. The Most Toys puts Data in
the spotlight, and the collection of

RIP - Anne Francis

Anne Francis, who has died of com-
plications of pancreatic cancer aged
80, is now best remembered mainly
due to the lyrics “*Anne Francis stars
in Forbidden Planet \ Oh-oh at the
late night, double-feature, picture
show’’, which were sung over the
opening credits of The Rocky Horror
Picture Show (1975), and for the cult
science-fiction movie to which they
refer, Forbidden Planet (1956). The
only woman in the cast of Forbidden
Planet, Francis had a sprightly charm
and a wide-eyed child-like innocence
as Altaira, the space-age Miranda in
the transposition of Shakespeare’s
The Tempest to a distant planet.

So that was it for season three, I'll soon
be looking at box set prices on Play.com
no doubt, and at some point I will be
diving headlong into the four memo-
rable seasons which followed this land-
mark year.

“Less talk! More Synthehol!”

RIP - Michael Gough

The actor Michael Gough, who has
died aged 94, was an arresting pres-
ence on stage, television and film for
the entire postwar period, notably as
the butler Alfred Pennyworth in Tim
Burton’s Batman movies.

In Doctor Who, he played the Celestial
Toymaker, who, despite appearing only
once, opposite William Hartnell in 1965,
became one of the programme’s most
iconic villains. A bored eternal, dressed
as a Chinese mandarin, he lured unwit-
ting space travellers to his domain to
play apparently innocent parlour games
with lethal consequences. The character
proved memorable enough for Gough
to be asked to reprise it in 1986, which
he was happy to do, until Michael Grade
decided to rest the show. In the interim,
Gough had also played a devious old
friend of the Doctor - by now, Peter Da-
vison - in the 1983 story Arc of Infinity.

Michael Gough, actor, born 23 Novem-
ber 1916; died 17 March 2011
